Here is my submission for the “create information” fan contest.  My idea for a new addition to the hub is “Bambi Source” – a website dedicated to the films “Bambi” (1942) and “Bambi II” (2006).  Below is a short overview of both films and a description of each main character. Summary: Bambi (1942)

Who doesn’t know the classic tale of Bambi?
This fable (originally a novel known as “Bambi: a Life in the Woods” written by Felix Salten in 1929) has it all: murder, romance, and a breathtaking overview of life in the forest.

The film tells us the story of a young fawn, Bambi, whom we follow from birth.  All is well in the woodlands until that fateful day his mother loses her life to ruthless hunters.

Now alone and cold, Bambi is found by The Great Prince of the Forest—an antlered stag who teaches the fawn right from wrong, and who we soon find out is Bambi’s father.

Bambi goes on countless adventures, including saving his friends from a forest fire and sharing a courtship with the lovely doe Faline.

Bambi is sure to capture your heart and take you on a ride you won’t soon forget!

Summary: Bambi II (2006)

This film stars in the middle of Bambi--entering at the scene where the young fawn is searching for his mother, unaware of her death by hunters.

He is soon found by his father, the Great Prince of the Forest, who asks Friend Owl to find a doe to care for his son.

The winter has been a harsh one, however, and the does can hardly care for themselves.

The Great Prince has no choice but to take the adventurous Bambi under his own wing and teach him to ultimately become the new Great Prince of the Forest.

Character Profiles for Bambi (1942) and Bambi II (2006):
Bambi:
Bambi is a roe deer whom we have the pleasure of meeting as soon as he is born.  Bambi is the star of these films: a male fawn ripped from his mother and faced with hardships at a young age.

Bambi is the best friend (and eventually mate) of Faline.

From the outside:

· Shy; hides behind his mother as young deer sometimes do.

· As he gets older, Bambi is strong and very able and willing to protect his friends.

From the inside:

· Distraught over the death of his mother; lost and lonely.

· In love with Faline, a lovely doe whom he has been friends with since childhood.

In-depth:

· Curious and strong.
· Torn between dwelling in the past and becoming a prince.

Faline:

Faline in the films is shown as a young roe deer at first—very attracted to young Bambi and very desperate to become his friend.

Eventually, the two grow fond of one another and fall in love.

Faline is the doe that causes conflict between Ronno and Bambi—causing them to fight as fawns and then again as stags.

The Great Prince of the Forest:

The Great Prince is a busy character.  His job is to watch over the other deer and alert them of hunters and other dangers.

The Prince takes in Bambi, his son, and teaches him right from wrong.

Outside, he is tough and almost emotionless.  As we go on, however, we see that the Prince cares deeply for Bambi and will do whatever it takes to help him become a prince himself.

Bambi’s mother:

We don’t know a lot about Bambi’s mother, as she is murdered by hunters in the beginning of the film.
We do know, however, that she cared deeply for her son and that she wanted only the best for him.  This doe is a nameless mate of The Great Prince of the Forest.

Ronno:

Ronno is Bambi’s arch nemesis in both films.  His goal is to get Faline to fall for him, but he can’t seem to stand the fact that she wants to be with Bambi instead.

Ronno tries as a fawn to win her over, and gets in a full-fledged fight with Bambi as adults.  After breaking an antler and loosing the battle, Ronno is never again heard from.
