BROTHER BEAR SOURCE
DESCRIPTION:

In 2003, Disney released “Brother Bear”, which was centered around a story that takes place roughly 10,000 years ago. The movie focuses on three human brothers: Kenai, Denahi, and Sitka. When Sitka is killed by a bear, Kenai goes and kills the bear in revenge, only to be turned into a bear himself. He meets a young bear cub named Koda, whom he convinces to help him turn back into a human. The movie focuses on Kenai becoming friends with Koda, and seeing just what kind of life there is through a bear’s eyes.

CHARACTERS:

Kenai: The main character of the movie. He is given a totem of the bear of love, but when he kills a bear out of anger, he is turned into one himself, to see just how it is to live as a bear—and what it means to truly love.

Koda: A bear cub that Kenai convinces to help him turn back into a human. He is a rambunctious cub that doesn’t have a care in the world. He is still dependent, however, and considers Kenai his new brother.

Denahi: Kenai’s brother. He thinks that the bear that Kenai killed really killed Kenai, and decides to pursue it, not knowing it is his own brother.

Sitka: Kenai and Denahi’s brother. He is killed by the bear that Kenai later kills, but is killed protecting his brothers. His spirit appears to Kenai when Kenai can truly love.

Tanana: A shaman who hands out totems to the young men and women of their tribe. She can directly communicate with the Great Spirits. She helps Kenai out a little in the beginning of his journey.

Rutt and Tuke: Two moose brothers, serving as the comic relief of the film. They follow Kenai and Koda on their journey, at each other throughout, but they still respect and love each other.
