Fox and the Hound is a Disney movie, released in 1981. The movie is based on the Daniel P. Mannix novel “Fox and the Hound”.
The film tells the story of two little canine friends, a hound dog puppy named Copper, and a red fox kit named Tod. The two try to keep their friendship strong, despite their instincts and the ones that surround them, and do everything to get them to understand that they aren’t meant to be friends, but enemies.
The story was based on Daniel Mannix’s 1967 novel of the same name. The book had a more realistic story, but in the movie the story was changed to make it suitable for a family film.

The Fox and The Hound premiered in theaters on July 10, 1981, and it was considered a financial success.

Fox and the Hound 2 is a direct-to-video midquel to 1981 Disney animated film “Fox and the Hound”. It was released in 2006.

The story in the film takes place in the youth of the two main characters of the first movie, hound puppy Copper, and fox kit Tod. Copper is used to think that he cannot do anything right, but, when he meets a band of dogs, called “The Singin’ Strays”, he finds that his real passion and talent is singing. At first his fox friend Tod is happy for him, but later he realizes that Copper’s luck and glory is ruining their friendship.
The film was released on December 12, 2006, and had its own official soundtrack album released on November 21 of the same year.

Copper:

A hound dog, one of the main characters in the movie. Befriends red fox named Tod when he’s a pup, but as he grows up, and as he finds his owner’s another dog and also his friend, Chief, badly injuring himself while running after Tod, he blames it all on him, and then realizes that Tod is meant to be his enemy and his prey.
As a pup he is playful, friendly. As an adult he’s easy-going, adventurous, and really serious about his hunting job.

Voice actors: Corey Feldman (puppy), Kurt Russell (adult) , Harrison Fahn (in the sequel)
Tod:
A red fox, one of the main characters in the movie. Befriends hound dog named Copper when he’s a kit, but as he grows up, he learns that his old friend has given up to his instincts much earlier than he expected... Later, left by Widow Tweed at the game preserve, he has to learn living a new life, in the forest. 

As a kit he is kind, nice, playful, and really friendly. As an adult he’s shy, kind, forgiving.

Voice actors: Keith Coogan (kit), Mickey Rooney (adult), Jonah Bobo (in the sequel)
Widow Tweed:
Woman who adopted Tod. She raises Tod, and defends him from her moody neighbor, Amos Slade. Later in the movie, she leaves adult Tod in the forest.

Voice actor: Jeanette Nolan

Amos Slade:

Copper’s owner, moody neighbor of Widow Tweed, also a hunter. He teaches Copper to be hunter dog, and does everything to get to Tod and kill him.

Voice actor: Jack Albertson

Big Mama:

An owl female, who, together with her friends Boomer and Dinky, finds home for Tod. She follows and helps Tod when he’s in the forest later in the movie.
Voice actor: Pearl Bailey

Chief:

Dog who lives with Amos Slade together with Copper. He’s a lot like fatherly figure to Copper, and is the one that teaches him about the hunting during his life. He’s supposed to be Amos Slade’s lead hunting dog, until Copper grows up. He also really hates Tod.

Voice Actor: Pat Buttram ( in the first movie), Rob Paulsen (in the sequel)
Boomer:

Boomer is a woodpecker. He, along with his friends, Big Mama and Dinky, finds home for Tod, and is a good friend of Tod. Though he’s mostly seen with Dinky during the movie.
Voice actor: Paul Winchell

Dinky:

Dinky is a finch. He, along with his friends, Big Mama and Boomer, finds home for Tod, and is a good friend of Tod. Though, he’s mostly seen with Boomer during the movie.

Voice actor: Dick Bakalyan

Porcupine:

He offers Tod a place to stay for the night when Tod’s left in forest.

Voice actor: John Fiedler

Badger:
He’s also often called “Grumpy Badger”. He’s the one that shouts at Tod when he suddenly runs into his house, and also when Tod falls on his house next morning. He’s the one that’s rude to Tod when he’s in forest.

Voice actor: John McIntire

Vixey:

Beautiful female fox, who is introduced later in the movie, when Tod’s left in forest. She’s the first one that Big Mama introduces to Tod. At first she’s having a hard time understanding Tod and his manners, but not too long after she becomes Tod’s mate, and helps him adapt to life in the forest.

Voice actor: Sandy Duncan

Cash:

One of the main characters in the sequel. Handsome male dog (supposedly a hound dog, like Copper), stray, leader of “The Singin’ Strays”. He invites Copper to join the band when one of the main vocals in the band, also his crush, Dixie, leaves the band. He feels really serious about his job in the band, and is very strict with other band members.
Voice actor: Patrick Swayze
Dixie:
One of the main characters in the sequel. Attractive female dog (her breed is unknown), stray, one of the main vocals of “The Singin’ Strays”. She leaves the band when Cash angers her, and does everything to make Copper leave the band later at the movie. 

Voice actor: Reba McEntire

Lyle:

The only human in “The Singin’ Strays”. He doesn’t take much of responsibility in the band other than feeding the dogs, and being the drummer there.
Voice actor: Jeff Foxworthy

Granny Rose:

Member of “The Singin’ Strays”. She’s supposedly the oldest out of them, and is one of the only females (another is Dixie) in the band. She often complaints about her itchy body.

Voice actor: Vicki Lawrence

Waylon:

Member of “The Singin’ Strays”, one of the twins (another one is Floyd). He always makes a bet with his twin brother Floyd whenever Cash and Dixie argue.

Voice actor: Jim Cummings

Floyd:

Member of “The Singin’ Strays”, one of the twins (another one is Waylon). He always makes a bet with his twin brother Waylon whenever Cash and Dixie argue.

Voice actor: Jim Cummings

Talent Scout:

An important person in the country fair. He’s the one looking for talents there, that would be worth to perform in the Grand Ole Opry. He’s the person that Cash and “The Singin’ Strays” care about the most.
